consideration will be guaranteed a school place.)

. Announcement of Admission Result

Parents will be informed of the admission result by post.

. Registration and Admission Procedure

1. Provide health screening documents issued by a Registered General Practitioner.

2. For successful applicants, parents should complete the registration procedures at the
designated date and time according to the notification of admission and registration. The
registration procedures include submitting the original of children's registration
certificates issued by the Education Bureau (except for N1 Class), and settling the
registration fee*, school fee and other relevant charges. The registration fee will be
refunded a month after the children's enrolment via autopay.

. Parents should present the required admission documents, and read and sign consent on
all official admission documents.

* (Should parents decided to withdraw from school after registration, the registration fee will not be
