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Chinese Cultural Day and Lunar New Year
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(1) Allow children to experience the festive atmosphere of the New Year.
(2) Introduce children to activities and snacks related to Chinese culture.
(3) Enable children to understand and appreciate Chinese traditional culture and art.
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Prior to the Chinese Cultural Day and Lunar New Year celebration event, our school organizes an
Art Week (Chinese Culture Week) with a focus on Chinese culture. Each class engages children in
activities and stories to familiarize them with traditional Chinese customs and activities. On the day
of the event, the activities were an extension of the Chinese Culture Week and include a Chinese
cultural art exhibition, making a Dragon Year lucky charm, Chinese cultural booths (featuring
sugar-coated pastries, dough figurines, rainbow calligraphy, and mask drum making), a Chinese
toy game area, and free play on the rooftop. These activities aim to introduce children to New Year
celebrations, Chinese traditional culture, and art, while immersing them in the festive atmosphere
of the Lunar New Year.
